The Season of Creation takes place each year from
September 1st to the feast of St. Francis on

October 4th. This is an important time when we
reflect on the divine gift of Creation and our
responsibilities as its stewards. The Holy Father, Pope
Francis, begins this important season with the

World Day of Prayer for the Care of Creation. The
theme of his message this year is to “Hope and Act
with Creation”. A reminder that the burden of pain
and despair felt around the world is not contained to
humanity alone but experienced by all of God’s
Creation. When we unite in our faith in Christ, seeds
of hope and fraternity take root, slowly growing into a
shared sense of responsibility to care for each other
and our common home.

Surely by caring for the flesh of suffering
humanity. As people who dare to dream, we must
dream with our eyes wide open, impelled by a

desire for love, fraternity, friendship and justice for all.

and the oikos, the home and living environment of
humanity. Salvation embraces creation as an “earthly
paradise,” mother earth, which is meant to be a place
of joy and a promise of happiness for all.”
